This has been done to
accommodate the current weather conditions at all buildings. Additional steps have been taken
to prevent loss to the District. Big Knob’s sewer plant has been adjusted to help prevent
freeze-up of the plant.

High School:

(1 All HVAC controls have been installed and work continues with the operation system and
graphics.

[J The Raypak boiler system from 1970 has failed. No repair parts are available, unit obsolete.

This boiler system supplies the hot water to the girls’ and boys’ pool locker rooms. Currently
conducting site visits with contractors.

Middle School:

[ Completed a site visit at no charge with Trane, Inc. in regards to the Trane motor issues with
the unit ventilators. Trane to recommend a different replacement motor to operate on low
speed.

Big Knob:
[1 Repairs completed regarding the hot water side of the roof top unit that serves the 1st grade
wing.

Conway:
(1 Heating, ventilation, and pneumatic work continue to operate the boiler system.
